Eastern Divisional Conference in Philadelphia, February 117 13, 2010, a magnificent

experience for both organizations. ACDA is extending its discounted ACDA member
registration rate to AGO members attending the winter conference in Philadelphia. This
will allow AGO members to attend the three-day conference while enjoying financial
savings on registration rates.

Conference presenters will include Helmut Rilling, Helen Kemp, and ACDA Executive
Director Timothy Sharp, along with the Conspirare choral ensemble from Austin, Texas,
and choirs from Temple University and Westminster Choir College.
